I Census workers are currently only knocking on ddorverify address informationDo not give your Social Security number, credit card, or banking
information to anyone, even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Census.
I While the Census Bureau might ask for basic financial information, such asyaraalge the Census Bureau will not ask for Social Security, bank
account, or credit card numberapr will employees solicit donations.
I Eventually, Census workers may contact you by telephone, mail, or in person at home. However, the Census Bureaangtnyou by email. So
be on the lookout for email scams impersonating the Census.
I Never click on a link or open any attachments in an email that are supposedly from the U.S. Census Bureau.
