Makakilo Drive Extension Moving Forward 

I was pleased that the Oahu Metropolitan Planning Organization (OMPO) Policy Committee voted to 
approve the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for 2008-2011 at their meeting on July 17th.  
This document represents $1.9 billion in local and federal funding, which will go toward improving 
traffic infrastructure in our state. I submitted testimony in support of all the TIP projects planned for 
the West Oahu area, which include the North-South Road, Fort Barrette Road Widening, Makakilo 

Drive Extension, Kapolei Interchange, Leeward Bikeway, and Intra-island 
Ferry.   

In my testimony, I highlighted the importance of expediting the Makakilo Drive 
Extension and requested that the project be given high priority if additional 
funding is made available. Castle and Cooke is currently constructing their 
2,400 ft. portion and will be completed by the beginning of 2008. The City is 
currently in the planning stage for their portion of the roadway and is slated to 
begin construction by 2010.  Once completed, the Makakilo Drive 
Extension will allow Makakilo residents a secondary access to H-1. 
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Barbers Point Post Office Petition Update 

I wanted to update you on our petition urging USPS to extend the hours of the 
Barbers Point Post Office.  As you know, USPS cut the hours of operation at the 
post office on November 6, 2006.  Since that time, I've gotten many phone calls 
and emails from Kalaeloa and Kapolei residents unhappy about USPS' decision. 
We started the petition to get the community involved and to let USPS management know how 
strongly residents feel about this issue.  To date, we've gotten over 1,000 signatures from people who 
want the hours extended.  I'll be meeting with USPS officials in the coming weeks to see if any 
positive changes can be made. 

Honoring Na Pa’ani Softball Team 

Senators Espero, Nishihara, and I will be honoring the players and coaches of the Na Pa'ani Softball 
team at a ceremony at the State Capitol on July 27th.  The Waipahu girls of Na Pa'ani brought home 

the Amateur Softball Association state title in the Ten and Under division 
for 2007. 

The most amazing thing about this outstanding accomplishment is the 
fact that all of the players on the team were rookies.  Club President 
Brad Mira, Head Coach Isaac Kuikahi, and all of the players deserve our 
congratulations for making Waipahu proud.
